Game 1: Barnes Common, Saturday, 30 April. St. Anne’s won toss. Sunny, 17° (42-11 Cup)
Honours Evans in the 42-11 Cup
After the disappointment of a cancellation brought about by wet weather the week before, The Gents kicked off the 2006 season with a convincing win over the St. Anne’s Allstars at sunny Barnes Common. With the prospect of early silverware in the form of the 42-11 Cup, the return of a slim-line Snarler, two new debutants and the opportunity to avenge the previous season’s defeat, there was much incentive for The Gents to perform and perform they did.

Having won the toss, the Allstars rightly decided to bat on a green wicket which, apart from the odd rising bounce and Southern railway end offering more for the bowlers, would behave surprisingly well throughout the game. The formidable opening partnership of Tristan Haddow-Allen and Simon ‘Scratch’ Begley however didn’t last long, with Husain castling last year’s match winner in the third over. With solid support from Snelling and sharp Gents fielding, runs were hard to come by and the batsmen were unable to cut loose. Sanjay came into the attack and took two wickets, importantly trapping Tristan lbw for 14. Nicol offered some resistance but wickets continued to tumble around him; Scibo taking the wicket of Felix Haddow-Allen and Turpin taking a sharp catch behind the stumps off of Snelling to account for Morris. After a slightly nervous start debutant Lloyd Wahed looked impressive and despite not taking wickets in this game, looks to be a very decent addition to The Gents’ bowling attack. When Nicol fell, failing to pick out the slower ball after hitting two powerful fours off Scibo, the Allstars looked in trouble on 66 for 7 after 20 overs.

But shortly after the drinks interval came the St Anne’s revival. In just 30 balls, their number 9 batsman Evans single-handedly turned the innings on its head. His lightning quick 56 came off just 30 balls in as many minutes. It included five fours and four sixes, one of which would have certainly endangered shoppers in Putney were it not for a giant sycamore tree. His 66 run partnership with Morgan would be a record 8th. wicket stand against The Gents. After his demise from a canny Nabie slower ball, The Gents were able to efficiently mop up the shorter than expected tail. Backus (the first female opponent this writer can remember) was caught and bowled by Dhruv, whilst Hemin held on to a pacy pull from Morgan at square leg off off Snelling, leaving Maxie Haddow-Allen unbeaten on 0. As the teams left the field, the St Anne’s score of 132 looked to be about par, and The Gents pondered about how difficult the chase would be against a largely unfamiliar bowling attack.

The Gents opened with the second debutant Sean Carroll, alongside Dhruv Patel against a tight St Anne’s attack consisting of Tristan Haddow-Allen and Morris. When Carroll was bowled Morris, The Gents had made 24 from 8 overs, a stable start but with much work still to be done. Scibo’s walk to the crease loosely coincided with a change of bowling, but Backus and Nicol offered more opportunities for the batsmen. Despite being acutely aware of the potential ribbing in store should they lose their wicket to a female bowler, both were able to cut loose and score boundaries all over the ground. After 10 overs together they had put on a partnership of 73 runs, which was broken by the return of Tristan who had Scibo lbw for 44. Nabil came to the crease next and continued where he had left off the season before, attacking the bowlers and forcing spectators to cover their ears as his bat crashed against the ball. By the time that Dhruv was superbly caught by a diving Begley at mid- on for 44, the game was as good as over and Husain hit the winning runs with a drive to the boundary. Although the scorebook will record a comfortable victory, many Gents wondered if the outcome would have been so convincing had Evans batted earlier or had St Anne’s kept faith with their more trusted and tried bowlers. However, having made a promising start to the 2006 season and with a bigger squad than ever, The Gents can positively look forward to the upcoming fixtures with excitement and optimism.

Game 2: Hale Village Green, Surrey, Sunday, 7 May. Gents won toss. Cloudy, 19°
Gents storm Hale

The annals will show a narrow victory, but in reality it was a convincing one with over 16 overs to spare. The Gents played some good cricket in a maiden fixture against friendly oppo to record the second victory of 2006, winning a good toss and rightly inserting Hale on a wicket that seamed all day. That it was actually 2-i-c Buck who tossed is relevant insofar as Sanjay was a tad stressed after his drive and delegated tossing duties.

The game was a little late in starting (Mr. Wright had been hanging around for an hour), for which apologies were offered and accepted. A reconnaissance party had gathered evidence of a 400-run game on this quintessential village green ground the previous week (an 83 for the southpaw Spreadborough) but nobody really knew what to expect. It was good just to be playing after rain the previous day, on the strength of which, with no game likely on the morrow, Buck had awarded himself an eleven hour bender.

The late withdrawal of Snarler and the unavailability of Nabil reduced Gent pace options a bit but no matter as Sanjay and Jim induced a series of played ons plus another low, sharp catch for cover-point Ken and Hale were not hearty at 12 for 4. A hard-working stand between young captain Calvert and the powerful Watmore restored Hale’s position somewhat until debutant Rob Babar, who had made the ball swing from the off under the cloud cover, picked out a pearler to take Watmore’s edge to Paul Turpin, another good catch. He followed up with the wicket of the dangerous Spreadborough and it was 58-6. Marshall gave Calvert steady support as 17 were added but the reintroduction of Jim and the introduction of Lloyd ‘Nuclear’ Wahed would have a devastating effect. First, Jim castled Calvert after his 24 over vigil, then bowled L Greatwood first ball, the final one of the over, 75-8. Lloyd then cleaned up the innings in ten balls of tidy pace, the innings ending with a well-judged catch by long-off, his pal Rob Babar. The innings was done and dusted with nearly 12 overs remaining.

A filling tea was most welcome as the temperature plummeted and rain briefly threatened. The hosts were clearly disappointed at their total but nobody had seen them bowl (Scibo is as keen as mustard and had been to look at the pitch but asking him to don false beard and attend a game was a bit much) ergo nobody knew what to expect. What we got was, within three runs, parity after 14 overs, Hale 46 for 4, Gents 49 for 4 but although a couple of late wickets fell The Gents were home and dry by 6.30pm. 

Sean fell early, hooking to the ’keeper off a sportingly bowled slower ball immediately after taking a fearsome blow to the chest. Ken found the white lines twice – his trademark square-drive and a delightful glance – before losing his off stump. Hemin had mixed watchful defence with wild yahoos and holed out, but not until his team was halfway there, a good opener’s knock. Lloyd drove three fours and an almighty six over long-on and looked like winning the game on his own until playing over a straight one.

Much work remained to be done though against a varied and high-quality attack but Buck and Jim took The Gents to the brink of victory before Tedder’s inswinger did for the latter. Paul fell lbw and it was left to SP to deposit his first ball into the car park for a winning sixer.

Of the fact that Hale can bat better there can be no doubt and we shall have a chance to see that in 2007 as they kindly offered to renew the fixture. A pleasant evening then followed before it was home time, a long journey for some Gents but one with a host of happy memories of a marvellous day.

Game 3: Old Tenisonians, Motspur Park, Sunday, 14 May. 12 Angry Men won toss. Cloudy, 18°
Carnage as Gents avenge Surbiton 2001 
A club-record second wicket stand of 122 between Jim Wright (nine fours and a huge straight six) and Mark Sciberras (seven fours), who scored his maiden fifty, enabled The Gents to post a huge score of 251 on a wicket that was a batsman’s paradise. The Angry Men, on the back foot all day due to late arrivals and two players who failed to turn up, were then skittled for a bizarre, lopsided 97, which included a fifty stand (the second highest of the day) and no fewer than 41 extras. Of the highly skilled Angry outfit who despatched The Gents one year before, only Hibbert and Hylden played here and it is a fact of cricketing life that no matter how game the replacements any side would miss dreadfully the likes of Anderson, Bullock, Shannon and Wilson. 

Some swift thinking by Sanjay ensured that a game could go ahead, Norcott and Toft transferring to 12AM during their spell of sub fielding when it became obvious that no further players were arriving. By this time Buck had fingered Dhruv lbw to Craig Bryan, a long way forward but hit on the full, shuffling across his stumps. Thus was Jim’s partnership with Scibo made flesh as they applied first scalpel then knife to the persevering bowlers. At 20-over drinks, Gents were 120 for 1 (Jim 47 not out, Scibo 44 not out) and both men were past their fifties when Jim fell to a high, hanging caught and bowled, the first of Kieran’s three wickets, Scibo following four overs later to a sharp slip catch by Burman. Both innings were splendid. 
The prospect of a conjunction of Nabil (who had been pacing up and down the boundary like a caged tiger for an hour and a half) and SP was mouth-watering but alas the skip was soon bowled, which let in the aggressive Lloyd. Runs were coming all around the ground, including a Lloyd sixer off a full bunger that cleared the fine-leg rope by twenty yards. The fielding never wilted, and Bryan took a smart catch at long-on to out Nabil for 36 but Hemin was a fine foil for Lloyd, the two pals adding 40 in four overs. The final total, which included 30 fours and two sixes, was only 13 shy of the club record score of 264 for 6 set against London Rams in 2005.

After two and a half hard hours chasing leather, the Angries batted like a very tired team. Nabil’s opening ball sped for four byes, his third was whacked down mid-on Lloyd’s throat and his third chipped back for a diving caught and bowled, 4 for 2. A prial of Australians would traditionally have been listed to come in from this point, as they did for their record 281-3 in 2001 at Surbiton but not here. 

The remaining batsmen showed some spirit but the task was too demanding. Justin was stumped off Dhruv, good work by stand-in ’keeper SP, who was kept busy trying to stop an unusual volume of byes and wides. Rob Babar’s neat spell was wicketless, but Wahed had Hibbert smartly caught by a diving Carroll at square-leg before inducing a disappointed Ken to play on. Sean Carroll’s Gent bowling career had opened with five successive wides but once he conquered his nerves he was controlled and accurate. Still, Phil and Gary added fifty before Hemin had his reward, bowling the former before Sean had Bryan caught Scibo at long-on for a golden duck and Dave Hylden leg-before. Burman, having not been given a bowl despite a promise to the contrary and batted last, was then run out after a cretinous call in a low-key end to a strange match, observed for most of the afternoon over by the sightscreen at the West Barnes Lane End by a huge black and white tom cat, wittily christened the Beast of Motspur Park by quipster Mr. Toft. The groundsman Alan kindly opened up the bar afterwards, regaling a rapt audience with tales of learning his trade at the Oval and Worcester, before presenting Sanjay with two brand new top class cricket balls, a kind touch.

Game 4: Victoria RG, Surbiton, Sunday, 21 May. Gents won toss. Rainy, 15° (PALs League)
Raindrops keep falling on my head

An often farcical game, though not one without some good cricket by both sides, saw The Gents and Pak shake hands on a draw as heavy rain, a muddy pitch and Satanic darkness made it too dangerous to continue. Actually, the match was abandoned twice, the first time unilaterally by our beloved SP who while batting removed the bails and headed pavilionward after a Pak bowler had done a Norman Wisdom pratfall in his delivery stride and tumbled painfully. However, Pak were keen for the game to continue and so, for a time, it did. Not since the Bob Ashton Memorial Cup decider of 1990 have The Gents played in such dismal conditions but the desire of both sides to get at least some cricket played should be applauded. 

The game may be divided into the antediluvian, diluvian and postdiliuvian phases. The antediluvian saw Gents pitch up short by one man, which was not through want of trying, six stumps and four bails. This caused some stress to organiser Burman and skipper SP, but Pak kindly supplied the woodwork and we entered the diluvian phase, comprising the 42.3 overs possible. The foundation of the Gent innings was an excellent stand of 47 off 100 legitimate balls between Scibo and Tristan. Two revealing statistics were the 31 extras – comfortably the leading scorer – and the 8 overs bowled before a run came off the bat. But they gritted it out, though run scoring was difficult, several excellent drives and pulls earning singles instead of the fours that would have obtained in dry weather. After their dismissals the innings slithered on, after a break for a warming cup of tea, against tip-top bowling, the ball either stopping in the mud or shooting over the batsmen’s heads, and bright cameos from SP and Hemin saw Gents nearly make the ton as the wicket deteriorated. Pak held on to three tough aerial catches in the gloaming, stout work. Nobody knew whether 99 all out (the first time The Gents have been dismissed in 2006) was a good score or not, so neither side was dissatisfied at half-time, though Buck, a man whose latest eccentricity is bringing three hats to a game, admonished Burman for bad language and running into the Pak ’keeper, who had just run him out.

Over tea, containing culturally misguided ham sandwiches, the on/off discussions gathered momentum but the captains decided to press on. A first-ball single off Rob to deep backward-point Ken caused SP to move the Lancastrian in ten yards and after the next ball was called wide he clung on to a superb catch, high to his right. Wicket-keeper Khan was bowled by a Tristan full-toss that he probably didn’t see, which let in the 2005 Weasel slayer Fawad, who found the square boundary twice with ferocious cuts off Tristan. The fielders, in particular ’keeper Carroll, were performing heroics but it was getting nastier and nastier. Mos, batting three yards out of his crease, played watchfully in the intensifying rain until driving Rob to mid-on. At 26 for 3 Bet 365 could not split the teams, the game being in the balance when it was abandoned. One point each, roll on the return.

There were few other statistics of note though AJ Burman is now just two games shy of his 200th. Gent appearance. It really is time that he had an airport named after him, or at least a statue erected in his honour.

Postdiluvian analysis, an affair twinned between Hanwell and Surbiton, centred on the season so far and challenges to come. There is cautious satisfaction regarding the results and performances, especially given the changes to the team wrought by the unavailability of some 2005 regulars, though the long-running spell of damp weather has impressed nobody. Chief among the challenges will be how to deal with, if they are caught, the little scrotes who liberated twenty pound notes from the wallets of Hemin and Buck in a dipping raid on the changing rooms while backs were turned. Options from radiation experiments to beheading were discussed but no conclusions drawn.
