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First year under Gilkes ends on a high
The last match reported in Gent 128 was the record defeat by Village, not the first hammering of 2010. Indeed, two of the club’s top five margins of defeat by runs disfigured an otherwise successful summer. More worryingly, the club was at odds with itself during that game with late arrivals and disastrous tea arrangements. The captain made his views known and the final two games saw great improvement. Stout work.
The concern in respect of the Salix match was that The Gents might be held hostage, for after their win St. Anne’s had been incarcerated in their changing room pending payment of the pitch fee. In the manner of France’s persistent refusal to publish an official history of World War 2 (even the Germans and Japanese managed one), the St. Anne’s game is the only one on Salix’s web-site without a report. If you fail to plan, you plan to fail, so Treasurer Toft wisely attended Imperial College equipped with cheque book, a mode of payment accepted, albeit reluctantly, by the hosts. The Gents might have won but it was a good, close contest.
Hale was a blast: a beautiful ground on which it is a privilege to play, improved timekeeping and a worthy conclusion to 2010 thanks to two fifties, a four-for, some jovial banter and the presence of Ravi Inkollu’s brother. The autumn sun that made the 2008 and 2009 games so delightful was gone, the freezing gale chilling the players to the marrow, but what a day! Even the brats who goaded players and scorers could not spoil it.

The Gents’ 23rd. season was the busiest ever, with 25 games. Congratulations are due to Hemin Patel, who played all of them, notching up a remarkable 62 successive appearances for the club. His last missed game was Cairns Fudge in June 2008. Nobody has come close to this, though Mark Ashton played 33 on the bounce in the 1990s. Initially thought to be George Wright, who was in fact the 249th., John Comfort became the 250th. player to represent the club. Dave Gimlik and Tony Thomas became the 44th. and 45th. players not to score a run for the club but their and other guests’ support was essential and greatly appreciated.

Apart from the Village hiding and a record wicket stand by van Marle and Thomas of London Saints, it was a quiet season. Sanjay Patel took his 300th. wicket, Hemin Patel leapt to fifth in the wickets aggregate with his 41 victims and The Gents conceded more runs than they scored for the first time since 2005. The batting was unspectacular but the team batted deep. Nobody came near the mountains of runs scored for West XI by Allerton, Boden, Dane and Wright, who between them scored 2,020 runs, but 12 Gents posted more than 100 compared with six for West XI. From 60-5 (first West XI game), 43-5 (Crown Taverners) and 34-4 (Hale), The Gents recovered to post respective scores of 151-6, 191 and 189, each a matchwinner. The Gents’ highest opening stand was only 43 and the average, 16, less than the average for each of the second to seventh wickets.
Richard Gilkes had a super first season as captain, managing his resources very well and encouraging fun in the squad. No less a respected figure than Chris Dane said after the Greenford game that Gilkes had, with his bowling changes and field placements that afternoon, given a tactical masterclass. Let us celebrate 2010 then and think about the major decisions to be taken at the AGM.

Great Gents remembered: Mark Burville 
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	A much loved cult figure, Mark Burville played 62 times for The Gents between 1993 and 1999, scoring 468 runs at an average of 9.55, taking four wickets for 42 and pouching 21 catches. Distinctive rather than distinguished, perhaps, but his worth to the side was in his brilliant fielding, feisty batting, cheerful disposition and reliability. Mark was an employee of Enterprise who wanted to play more cricket, so The Gents suited him. He hit it off well with Mark Ashton and Dhruv Patel so he was in. He played some dashing innings and at the end of the 1997 season had figured in record stands for 6th., 7th. and 8th. wickets, the most celebrated of which was the unbeaten 88 added with Ian Richmond against a strong Weasels in 1997, sadly in a losing cause. 


Keen observers thought it sometimes possible to observe a degree of eccentricity in Mark. One freezing November, he attended an AGM in shorts. After an Ashton batting bombardment, he once conducted a ball search on the Victoria RG railway embankment, dodging passing trains to retrieve his quarry. His aerial throws when celebrating a catch became legendary. His collision with Ashton against Urban Associates in 1996 while trying to claim a catch to win the game is part of club legend, successfully spun by Ashton in the post-millennial era as the reason for a one-wicket defeat, although in truth the great man’s instruction to Snelling to go easy on the oppo No.11 was of more significance. 
Elected Fielder of the Year in 1995 and 1997 (it took the highly capable Bill Murphy to wrest it from him in 1996), he was a mobile ’keeper, though not a natural, in an era when nobody else wanted the job and a scintillating outfielder who took some wonderful catches. Well remembered was a sensational one-handed effort at gully off a fearsome Snelling in the second 1997 London Saints game. Mark, 42, now lives in France, recently became a father for the fourth time and wishes to be remembered to everyone.

Reference the teaser above, you must:

1. Call and signal a No ball under Law 40.3 (The wicket-keeper)
2. Decline the appeal because you cannot be stumped off a No ball (Law 24.15 (No ball)
Law 40.3 Position of wicket-keeper

The wicket-keeper shall remain wholly behind the wicket at the striker’s end from the moment the ball comes into play until
(a) a ball delivered by the bowler
either (i) touches the bat or person of the striker
or (ii) passes the wicket at the striker’s end
or (b) the striker attempts a run.
In the event of the wicket-keeper contravening this Law, the striker’s end umpire shall call and signal No ball as soon as possible after the delivery of the ball.

	Cricket boasts no immunity from acts of violence, the spirit of the game being breached on many occasions. The Gent reported in 2005 a spicy Walthamstow Horizontals v. Sundown Specials match in which Kendrick, a Northerner playing for Horizontals, assaulted a fielder called Naisbitt with his bat, the assailant distinguishing himself by returning to the fray after the game to collect tea money as though nothing had happened. More recently, an off in 2009 between Aston Rowant and Basingstoke and North Hants was captured on camera, Australian bowler Tim Miles piling into Basingstoke batsman Nurse after a dispute over a beamer. Miles, 19 years-old, sounds quite a character. He took 6-25 and the game was played to a finish, his side winning by 7 wickets. 


This past season, a disputed catch was the catalyst for a brawl between Oswestry and Whitchurch. The Whitchurch Herald reported that “simmering feeling between the teams erupted into violence and caused the game to be abandoned on Saturday afternoon. One Whitchurch player was butted by an Oswestry player who was acting as umpire. There are counter-claims insisting he acted in self-defence after being grabbed by the jacket. More players joined in the fracas and the police were called.”

Nevertheless, such shenanigans in the senior game are rare. The great Inzamam-ul-Haq executed an elegant square-cut on the bonce of barracking spectator Shiv Kumar Thind in a 1997 Toronto game v. India (‘The Potato Incident’), but decorum has usually ruled. Usually. Clement Hill, nicknamed ‘Clem’ or ‘Kruger’, was a left-handed batsman who scored nine hundreds for Australia at an average of 39.21. At 16, he scored 360 in an inter-collegiate match, a schoolboy record. Despite this, a master at his Methodist school threatened to drop him if he continued to hook. Along with Victor Trumper, he was Australia’s best batsman in the early years of the 20th. century. Described as direct, honest and cheerful, he was also an accomplished Australian Rules football player, a fact which may not be irrelevant when the events of 3 February 1912 are recalled.

	England were 2-1 up in that winter’s Ashes (they would win 4-1) and feelings were running high in the Australian camp as they met to pick the squad for the fourth Test, the tension exacerbated by the decision of the Board of Control to usurp the commonly accepted right of the players to appoint the team manager when touring England. In response, a group of senior players, including Hill, threatened to withdraw from the forthcoming tour unless their choice, Frank Laver, was appointed. Matters came to a head when Hill, by this time both captain and selector, sent a telegram to fellow selector, Peter McAlister, urging the inclusion of the New South Wales all-rounder Macartney team for the fourth Test in Melbourne. McAlister replied truculently that if Macartney were selected, Hill should stand down. Hill was insulted by this. During the February selection meeting, the pair exchanged insults with McAlister sharply criticising Hill’s captaincy. Hill retorted, “Did you ever win any except second rate games?” McAlister replied, “I am a better captain than Trumper, Armstrong and yourself put together. You are the worst captain I have ever seen.” Hill then warned McAlister to stop insulting him but McAlister repeated the remark. “You have been asking for a punch in the jaw all night,” replied Hill “and I’ll give you one.” Leaning across the table, he struck McAlister, though how hard is disputed. It then kicked off, though as Hill was the taller and younger man it all seemed a bit one-sided. 


The brawl lasted twenty minutes, his co-selectors only restraining Hill from pushing McAlister out of the third-floor window by grabbing his coat tails. News of the fracas quickly spread, public opinion being mostly on Hill’s side. An investigation took place; the Board’s only comment on the meeting, and a superb one it was, being that it had been ‘satisfactorily settled’.
Hard times
“Royalists surge to league glory” blethered Gent 125 as Windsor and Eton FC won promotion to the Southern League Premier Division. Since then a successful start to the season, earned with a mainly new squad, has been clouded by off-pitch financial problems, with Windsor facing a winding up order from HMRC for £48k of unpaid tax. Projected losses at the end of 2010-11 season are £200,000. The fans are putting their hands in their pockets, but a CVA at minimum seems inevitable, with points deductions and perhaps relegation to follow. The club may not even exist in a few months’ time. 
Windsor pay wages to players. A recent discussion with a Hanwellian who runs a local hurling team proved instructive. This club does not pay wages, nor does it charge subs or a match fee, but relies instead on sponsorship from local Irish businesses. It is not thriving and may not last the season.
GWLCC follows neither financial model. It relies on prompt payment of annual subs and match fees to pay its way and its way is expensive. An Old Tenisonians pitch costs £120 and some away grounds, where we have to pay half the day’s costs, double that. From time to time generous individuals such as Naveed Khan may help out but this income stream is not guaranteed. The club must pay its own way. So, please support our excellent Treasurer, who with his football hat on (he is a Sheffield Wednesday fan) knows a thing or two about financial worries. When he asks for subs or match fees, pay them. If you can’t afford them, talk to him, do not avoid the problem. Something can always be worked out. His job is the most important in the club, needs his continual vigilance and your support. GWLCC is solvent in these hard times, so thank you all.
Who can split the Masters?
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===
	Following the death of Sir Donald Bradman in 2001, BBC Sport Online’s Thrasy Petropoulos considered how the Don would have fared if he had played in the same era as the modern master, Sachin Tendulkar. “Jessie! Jessie! Come here,” Sir Don once called to his wife while watching television. “Look! There! The batsman on the television. Don’t you think he reminds you of me?” It was Sachin Tendulkar. 

It is worth Googling the article, supported by excellent graphics (left), which concluded that Bradman was ahead 58 to 56. The Hunger ratings, Bradman 10 Tendulkar 7, might credibly have to be updated, for the Indian has since upgraded his total of Test doubles from one to six and has 43 other centuries. Bradman, however, scored ten doubles plus two triples in addition to 17 centuries, achieved at an average of 99.94. On his first tour of England, in 1930, he had scarcely credible Test scores of 131, 254, 334 and 232. One can discuss relative strengths of modern bowling attacks compared to those in the 1930s and 1940s, the strength of opposition, standard of wickets and athleticism of fielding at length, but these are essentially subjective matters. 


This writer never saw Bradman except on film but was in attendance for Tendulkar’s 177 at Trent Bridge in 1996, an epic knock, against an England attack comprising Lewis, Cork, Mullally, Ealham, Patel (sadly Min not Dhruv) plus five overs from Hick and Thorpe. Rarely can a batsman have looked less likely to get out than Tendulkar and when he did what an ovation the Notts folk offered him.

It is an interesting debate. Googling “Tendulkar Bradman” returns a million results, so it is also far from a minor one. Nothing will shake Hemin Patel from his conviction that Tendulkar is the best Test batsman, but having considered the facts the editor of The Gent cannot split them and must, like John Woodcock in The Times on 3 November, abstain. Perhaps we should just say each would undoubtedly have graced the other’s era.
The Ashton- Husain conundrum
Meanwhile, the other burning cricket question of the age needs to be answered. Was Nabil Husain or Mark Ashton the better Gents player? It’s been two years since Mr. Husain went back to Saudi Arabia, applause ringing in his ears, while Ashton’s last game was 2002. It is time, therefore, to gauge their respective merits. Let us then use the criteria above plus one for bowling, once more with equal weighting. It’s all a bit arbitrary, but we have a tie. Doffed caps to them both.

This was the season when The Gents had to circle the wagons. Opposition bruised by the spectacular 2009 performances regrouped, while some talented players left or played less. It is therefore to the great credit of Sanjay Patel, who bequeathed a happy club, incoming captain Richard Gilkes, his able vice-captain Hemin Patel and players old and new that despite, with one exception, unprepossessing individual records it was a winning season. The Bob Ashton Memorial Cup was retained with two narrow wins and showed the club at its best. It was an intriguing campaign, with much good cricket. Khan and Newcombe were active in sourcing guests and it is to be hoped that Jones, Khans Hamid and Waleed and Wright will play more in 2011. West XI’s support was appreciated from late August as holidays, injuries and the Ramadan festival took their usual toll.

Of the 2009 heroes Inkollu returned to India, Lalam was injured and Iqbal and Rudru were seen less. The club found good replacements. Dubey and Kumar were in their contrasting ways talented all-rounders. Newcombe was a resilient if slow batsman, a penetrating bowler in the right conditions and a superb fielder and encourager of the team. The talented, talismanic Hibbert was regularly available from July and Dhruv Patel made a welcome return for games at Old Tenisons and Brentham. Admirable commitment by club stalwarts Hemin Patel, an ever-present, Gilkes, Sanjay Patel, Sachin and, before his injury, nephew Himanshu Desai, Caveney, Hibbert, Palmer and Toft ensured a measure of consistency in selection. Buck, Khan, Sciberras and Snelling played when they could. Ten men were fielded in four games and nine in one, other complements being full. 
Twelve batsmen passed 100 runs and six 200 but only Sanjay Patel exceeded 300, though Himanshu Desai, Gilkes, Palmer and Hemin Patel carded personal bests. Dubey, Caveney and Himanshu Desai scored their maiden fifties of only nine scored all season. For the first time since 1999 there were no hundred stands. There were frequent flinty, occasionally spectacular and sometimes matchwinning contributions from the middle and late order, but several top order batsmen fell away, victims of stronger opposing bowling attacks. Sanjay Patel’s superb unbeaten 54 at Brentham was technically the supreme innings of 2010, Caveney’s 53 at Crown Taverners the most spectacular and Kumar’s pivotal unbeaten 50 against West XI the most resilient.
After a marvellous season, Hemin Patel ended just two behind Snelling’s record of 43 wickets. In the classic second West XI game, notable for its fine catching and never-say-die attitude, he took 5-17 and demonstrated again that he performs best when under pressure. Iqbal bowled the most hostile spell of the season in this match but generally the batsmen had the edge, Gents’ attacks going for a record 3,558 runs, a statistic qualified by the number of games played. Poundings by the talented batsmen of Old Tenisons, Northfields, Brentham and Village and the presence of more Twenty20 games disfigured the economy rates. Medium-pacers Dubey, Kumar and Sanjay Patel, along with irregulars Rudru and Iqbal, were economical at under four but other bowlers including Hemin Patel were expensive. Sanjay Patel (21 wickets on top of his 326 runs), Hibbert, Dubey, Kumar and Sciberras supported the vice-captain with some excellent spells, taking some big wickets.
The Gents took only 62 catches, down 21 on 2009. Himanshu Desai was again the circuit’s best wicket-keeper and his uncle Sachin took eight catches behind the timbers and stumped four batsmen, on top of five excellent outfield catches. It was a godsend to have him behind the timbers when his nephew was unavailable, latterly due to a leg broken playing football. Sanjay Patel, Hibbert, Newcombe (his first catch against West XI being the season’s best) and Sciberras were high-class fielders.
After defeat to Jay Bharat five successive matches were won. Four defeats followed (excluding the Hale Pro10), a run ended when West XI were shaded. Thereafter games in a variety of formats including Twenty20 and a rare declaration game saw mixed results. Backing out the shorter forms, there were nine wins, one draw and eight defeats. Captain and vice-captain led well. Chairman Naveed Khan gave his usual wise and generous pastoral support and was an adept mediator when conflict arose, ensuring that the energy expended was channelled into the best interests of the team. The Gents played on some fine grounds in 2010, the pick being Crown Taverners, where more matches may be played in the future, LMPF Greenford and Brentham.

After the trauma inflicted by Village, captain Richard Gilkes called for an improved performance and he duly got it. It was ultimately not quite good enough though (the late withdrawal of Iqbal did not help) but The Gents got most things right here. A total of 130 was probably 20 light and Salix, as they have done before, batted intelligently to settle early collywobbles and scrape a win they just deserved, the stand between Shaw and Lumsden being the matchwinner. Some promising Gents’ innings remained unfulfilled and their tight bowling and committed fielding could not quite gain the day. This was the club’s 24th. game of the season, a record if one inflated by the preponderance of Twenty20 cricket days at Old Tenisons and the Pro10 at Hale.
The Gents batted first on a sunny but cool day on a well-maintained wicket. Gilkes hit three early boundaries before three wickets fell on 19, two to the ever-consistent Kulasingam. Dubey and Hibbert led a bright counter-attack, though neither could quite fathom Heaton’s wind-assisted indippers. Hemin Patel got his head down and grafted, Denton was easy on the eye and Caveney prospered towards the end of the innings. It was an innings typical of the 2010 Gents: early wickets followed by brave redemption by the later batsmen. Thanks are due to Hibbert’s pal Tony Thomas for helping out though the Barry White lookalike sadly suffered a golden duck on debut. Salix’s seamers and spinners were effective on a lively wicket that offered turn.
The filling scran was a tad 1956 prep school but went down well. Salix then set about their task methodically after the early dismissal of Henig, who top edged the excellent Sanjay Patel to the ’keeper running round to square-leg. After a steady 35 stand, four wickets fell quickly. Kulasingam drove Hemin Patel to mid-on Khan, who took a tumbling catch second go. Bhalla repeated the dismissal two balls later, this time a high one taken at full stretch. Dubey had bowled a troubled first over of wides and no balls but having swapped ends bowled craftily. His awayswinger did for Gavigan taken high to his right by Sachin Desai, his twelfth catch of 2010 (seventh at the wicket) to set alongside his four stumpings. When Hemin Patel bowed Dr. Fletcher Gents sniffed blood, but anchorman Shaw and Lumsden, who cut well, rebuilt the innings with a stand of 51 in 11 overs.
The openers returned and although Hibbert remained without a wicket and conceded more runs than he would have liked, Sanjay Patel pinned Lumsden for the day’s highest score. Padmore fell to Khan but Salix were nearly over the line and Shaw and Heaton saw them home at 6.15pm. It was their fifth win in seven games in this series, the Bill Flack-inspired Gents winning the first contest in 2004 and famously earning a tie in 2008. 

Salix were excellent opposition and good fun during the game, sharing frank views of some of the circuit’s more controversial teams. They have some interesting personalities in their ranks so it is a pity that they do not socialise afterwards which would allow better acquaintance. The Gents repaired in convoy to the Fox in Hanwell, where the phallic shape of the cucumbers on the Burman allotments caused amusement to the less sophisticated wits. Season’s end is coming but spirits remain high.

Hale v. Gentlemen of West London
Sunday 26 September 2010, Hale Common, Surrey. Hale won toss. Cloudy, 14C

Won by 9 runs

Just as they did one year before, The Gents and Hale battered each other to a standstill in a thrilling game of the highest quality played out in arctic conditions high on the hill above Farnham town. This one had the lot – thrilling batting, dynamic fielding, controversy and a superb climax. Just as in 2009, there were two epic partnerships. For The Gents, Sanjay Patel and Kumar scored fifties and posted a stand of 99 that equalled the season’s best. Nor did the effort of Rees and Davies pale in comparison. Pastoral entertainment was blisteringly good, with a vintage performance from Hale’s eccentric but very sociable scorer (performing his duties inside his car until abruptly disappearing in the second innings) and treasurer Toft standing his ground in an altercation with the manageress of the Scout Hut after a misunderstanding concerning a pack of feral local children. There were several fashion errors, Sanjay Patel batting in a previously unseen beige fleece, Horace Hibbert fielding in a fetching navy fleece and white hoody combo, Wayne Caveney playing in yellow boots and the umpire’s coats, stained with red, resembling butcher’s aprons.

Hale have been struggling for players in 2010. It is to be hoped that they resolve their problems as they offer something rare, village green cricket of a high standard just an hour from London. Here they were down to ten, Gilkes lending a fielder throughout the innings, but were strong, being reinforced by Crown Taverners Comfort and Rees. Giles inserted The Gents, Gilkes opening with himself (needing three runs for the magical 300) and the wily Denton. The captain had little of the strike before nervously driving the pacy Comfort to mid-off in the fourth over. Rudru was off the mark with an on-driven six off Davies but three wickets fell quickly, Denton holing out, Rudru playing over Davies and Desai pulling a Giles off-break to mid-wicket. At 34-4 after 12 overs Gents were struggling but Kumar, told to play safe for ten overs, and Sanjay Patel provided a magisterial response. In just 16 overs, they added 99 before being identically caught at slip just after reaching their fifties. They both hit eight fours and a six. Their wickets sandwiched Sciberras’s, bowled heaving across the line against Rees. The Gents had a springboard and Hibbert then hit five fours and a six in his brisk 35 before running out of partners with 13 balls unbowled. It was a par total on a fast scoring ground with the usual short boundary to the north square of the wicket. Spreadborough deserved his figures, helped by the catching of Jack Davies. With a Rees and a Davis also playing, Welch ancestry was well represented. 
Hale do a good tea and nobody went hungry here. Corned beef and cup cakes made their 2010 debuts while vegetarians were well catered for. The players were pleased to warm up in the pavilion but there was no time to lose as the light, never good, was fading as heavy cloud and drizzle were around. It seemed odds on that the game would peter out in unplayable light, so the determination of both sides to see it through was commendable. Calvert and Comfort blazed their way to an opening stand of 52 in fewer than ten overs that severely tested the resolve of the visitors. Kumar started with two wides and Sanjay Patel went for two Comfort fours in his first over. They both deserve credit for their second spells when the game was reaching its nervous conclusion. 

The day’s first controversial moment arrived when miscommunication between the openers gave mid-wicket Caveney a run out opportunity. His throw in to Hemin Patel was accurate and the bowler deflected the ball onto the stumps. Comfort was unquestionably out of his ground but claimed that the wicket was broken first by Hemin’s hand. The umpire gave Comfort not out but his square-leg counterpart thought the dismissal clean and the unhappy Comfort was given out. Had the bowler knocked off the bails with his hand, then under Law 28 (The wicket is down) he would have had to uproot a stump with the hand holding the ball, a difficult manoeuvre, even for a man of the vice-captain’s calibre.
Rudru went for five in his first over but thereafter bowled sublimely, getting movement and lift off his short, prancing run, taking three wickets for two runs in his next three overs. What a difference he makes to the attack. He knocked back Calvert’s middle stump before bowling Giles and Spreadborough, the last undone by a beauty that straightened to hit off stump. Hemin Patel induced Greatwood senior to play on rather unluckily, but on a day of elusive statistical milestones the two wickets he needed to catch Stuart Snelling’s club record of 43 wickets in a season were beyond him. Hale had struggled to 82-5 in the 19th. over, but the fluent Rees and the dogged, old school Davies then gave a masterclass against The Gents’ slow bowlers. Both Hemin Patel and Sciberras beat the bat from time to time but this period of play belonged to the batsmen as 71 runs came in 15 overs of intense cricket. This writer will long remember two fearsome Rees straight drives for four eluding Hibbert before the brave Jamaican flung himself horizontally at a third to take the ball on the shin before returning it without a murmur having saved three.
Hale had moved to 153-5 off 33 overs with Rees in full flow, although the returning Sanjay Patel and Kumar were bowling tightly. It was Patel who broke through, Davies edging behind to Sachin Desai giving him his 17th. victim of the season, a record although his catches total of 13 is one behind Ian Maughan’s 1993 record. Not to be outdone, Kumar also struck in his final over, with his last possible ball, bowling Punchard. Patel had conceded only four runs in his last three overs and Hale were 156-7 off 35, the required rate 6.8. Nine came off the first over of Rudru’s second spell and six off Sciberras’s penultimate over. Only two singles came off the next Rudru over and tension was mounting, 173-7 off 38. Seven came off Sciberras’s last over but Greatwood junior was run out, again controversially and for the same reason as Comfort’s dismissal. Hale therefore needed ten to win off the final over. A dot ball awayswinger from Rudru followed by a straight one crashing into Rees’s stumps finished the game, the batsman out for a gallant, excellent 74 (nine fours and two sixes), a knock which so nearly won his side the day. Rudru’s 4-21 was a sterling performance. It was so good to have him back.

A few sides on the circuit could learn from Hale’s attitude in defeat. Having posted 246-5 a week before only for the opposing opener to romp to 152 in a successful chase, to have come so close must have been a difficult pill to swallow here, but there they were, shaking hands with the victors, putting up the chains around the wicket for the final time in 2010 before joining the celebrating Gents in the Ball and Wicket. This has become one of The Gents’ most loved fixtures, win or lose. To think it all came about from the Fixturelist.org website. 
Inconsistency in the scorecard can be ascribed to the cold and a pack of children who were baiting both players and scorer. Whereas Hale’s scorer was safely ensconced in his car, whence he would wind down the windows to give The Gents plenty of information on the sexual preferences of the home batsmen, his counterpart was sitting outside at the scorer’s table alongside the scoreboard operator, the beshorted Bender. The children, the type who do not have so much a family tree as a family bramble, had tired of pelting Hale’s fielders with conkers and embarked on a jape to upset the freezing scorer. Not since the navigator performed his lonely duties in the Bomber Command raids of World War 2 has such sustained concentration been required by one man.

The brats then disappeared into the nearby Scout Hut, where a philately and numismatics exhibition was on. Quite what outrages they committed there remains unclear, but out bustled a lady to administer a wigging to the scorer, who was stoutly defended by an impassioned Toft. Several of Hale’s own children turned up later in the game but were as good as gold, showing a keen interest in the day’s cricket and the weekend’s football. Indeed, the flow of external information to The Gents was top notch all day, Steve Bignell kindly keeping Burman posted by text message on the half-time and full-time scores and attendance of the F.A Cup Second Qualifying Round game between Enfield Town and Worthing (1-0, 1-0, 304).
A pleasant innovation of the Gilkes era of captaincy is the awarding of the match ball to The Gents’ best player, though this may cause a shortage of practice balls come nets. This one was hard to decide so Sanjay Patel presented the ball to the captain himself for his sterling leadership. One recalled Lancashire’s John Abrahams winning the man of the match award in the Benson and Hedges Cup at Lord’s in 1984 for his captaincy, despite not bowling and scoring a duck. What Gilkes did well here was place excellent fields to cut off Rees’s oxygen on the off side and trust his bowlers to deliver. Heads never dropped despite the odd misfield and the captain must take credit for that. How well he has done in his first season at the helm.
